Unstuffed Cabbage Casserole  

Ingredients:  

1 large head of cabbage   1 lbs. ground beef  

2 tbsp. extra olive oil    2 tbsp. tomato paste  

1 large onion, chopped   1 can of chopped tomatoes  

3 cloves of garlic    1 c. rice  

1 c. low - sodium chicken broth (or water)  
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over medium heat, heat oil, add onion, stir in garlic, cook for 5 min.  

Add ground beef brown drain fat.  

Return beef to skillet, stir tomato paste until coated, then add 

chopped tomatoes, rice, and 2 cups broth.  Season with salt & 

pepper.  Bring mixture to a simmer and cook 10 min, gradually stir 

in cabbage and cook until 

wilted.  Stir in remaining 1 cup 

of broth.  Transfer mixture to 

prepared baking dish and over 

dish with foil.  Bake until rice 

is tender, about 40 minutes.
